Despite all of this, Mano a Mano Bolivia has realized 
its goals for this year, in contributing to the 
infrastructure of health, education, and roads, in the 
distribution of supplies and equipment, in medical 
services, health day trips, health education, education 
of health promoters, project dream and more.

Mano a Mano Bolivia has built its 95th 
health center in the community of 
Confital, 119 km outside of the city of 
Cochabamba, in the municipality of 
Tapacari. 
 
This health center filled a very large 
void for this concentrated community, 
found on an interdepartmental road that 
was responsible for the provision of 
health and dental services to the 
bordering areas. 
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This health center was built through the partnership 
of the mayor’s office, a generous donation from our 
anonymous donor, and the construction by local 
contractors and the community itself. 
 
The project will benefit a total of 2000 people, in 
addition to permanent travelers that might need the 
aid of the health center at some point. 
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Educational Infrastructure Project – Omereque 

The educational infrastructure projects of 
Mano a Mano Bolivia are just as important 
and indispensible as our health related 
projects.  Because of this in 2008 various 
schools have been built.  The largest and 
most important was constructed within the 
“Integral Project” with the help and support 
of the Lennox Foundation and the mayor’s 
office of Omerreque.  12 classrooms were 
built and completely supplied, and 
bathrooms were built for the 1200 students 
to use.  10 teacher housing units were 
constructed that included furniture and other 
necessary appliances.  At the same time, a 
“Materno Infantil” with medical 
consultation rooms, exam rooms for 
pediatricians, maternity and other rooms 
with the necessary equipment were built as 
well.   
 

This project that fulfills both the health 
and educational needs of this 
community serves 5000 inhabitants of 
Omerreque and the surrounding 
communities. 

  The other education infrastructure 
project completed recently was in 
Sepulturas, financed by the 
anonymous donor and the family and 
friends of Dr. Brooks. 
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The themes presented in 2008 were: 
traumatic emergencies, Ob/GYN, 
Ophthalmology, surgery, RCP, 
nutrition, oral health, burns, 
intoxications, TBC, etc.  We already 
have planned a course for 2009 
featuring doctors from regions 
Hospital in MN, USA.  
 

Each year nine courses are given 
by the continuing education 
department.  They are for the 
personnel of the clinics of Mano a 
Mano Bolivia.  Due to the amount 
of interest, we are required to give 
2 sections of each course we 
provide.  Our motivation to 
continue is due to the interest and 
the satisfaction on the part of those 
who attend in the themes 
presented.

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Educational burial 
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More than 200 Bolivian volunteers of Mano a 
Mano allow us to continue to have the results 
we’ve maintained for the past 12 years of work.  It 
is of note that volunteers exist who have been with 
us for these 8 to 12 years doing group work, setting 
up the schools and clinics for inauguration, health 
day trips, etc.  However, during the year 2008 
volunteers from other countries have also allowed 
us to realize our goals.  They were: Patricia 
Ohmans (USA), Tonny Schmitz (USA), Marcus 
Hinninsen (Denmark), Andreas Kamp (Denmark), 
Cynthis and Steven Johnson (USA), Raquel Nolley 
(USA), Victoria Withington (Argentina). 
 

The results of Project Dream are 11 professionals engrossed in 
careers in civil construction, mechanics, executive secretarial work, 
Educational sciences, and nursing.  The participation of each of 
these young women and men, in their volunteer work for Mano a 
Mano Bolivia and the group activities they are involved in, 
motivate and prepare them for the professional life. 
 
Right now there are 20 members of Project Dream, but we have 
many more solicitations for participation.

When communities, along with their 
authorities and Mano a Mano Bolivia 
inaugurate a new road, this is 
sometimes seen as A DREAM OF 
OUR GRANDPARENTS that is 
now a reality.  With the help of the 
communities, the mayor’s office, and 
the anonymous donor these projects 
allow a system of communication 
that was lacking for generations.
